It brings us immense pleasure to present
the 18th Annual Report of Savali Charitable
Trust, along with our audited financials for
the fiscal year ending March 31, 2025. This
iIs shared with heartfelt gratitude to our
peloved donors, kind well-wishers, and
everyone who continues to walk with us on
this journey of service.

An Overview

We're delighted to welcome Mr. Manoj
Borkar as a Trustee of Savali. Manojji, a
seasoned Chartered Accountant, recently
retired from a senior leadership role in the
corporate world. He has long been an
advisor to Savali, and now joins our Board
with a deep commitment to our mission. His
presence brings experience and energy that
we know will enrich our work and outreach.

We also warmly welcome Mrs. Manisha
Joshi to our Advisory Board. Manishaji, a
management graduate and social
entrepreneur, has dedicated herself to
supporting development-sector initiatives.
Her role as a director in a firm helping social
organizations find funding partners will be a
tremendous asset to Savali's continued
growth. We're so pleased to have her on
board.

17 Years of Progress

From the very beginning, Savali has
moved with purpose. Over the past 17 years,
we have stayed true to the belief that 'to stop
IS to end'. We have been privileged to serve
over 200,000 tribal residents in the
remotest corners of the region — providing
trustworthy, consistent, and high-quality
healthcare.

Rather than promoting ourselves, we've
quietly focused on improving service quality
year after year. Today, Savali proudly runs a

2,200 sq. ft. clinic and operates three
mobile vans. For just Rs. 20, patients receive
access to experienced doctors, medicines,
lab tests, dental and eye care, and X-rays. In
communities where trust is rare, Savali has
earned deep respect and affection.

Savali English School
Initiative

As our relationships with tribal families
deepened, parents began asking for better
education options for their children. We
heard their hopes and responded with
action. In September 2024, we took the
decision to establish the Savali English

School — a dream we've nurtured carefully
and wholeheartedly.

Construction began in January 2025. The
12,000 sq. ft. school building will include 24
classrooms, catering to students from
kindergarten through Grade 10, with class
sizes capped at 35 to ensure attention to
each child. The school will house a science
lab and a robotics lab, with technology
iIntroduced from Grade 2.

Our vision moves beyond traditional rote
learning. We aim to cultivate curiosity, critical
thinking, and joyful engagement through
nature exposure, practical life lessons, and
creative learning. We believe this approach
will shape compassionate and capable
citizens. The curriculum will also include
literature, art, sports, and culture.

The school project is budgeted at Rs. 2
crore. We're grateful to have received Rs.
1.25 crore through cash and in-kind
donations. We invite you — our cherished
supporters — to help us complete this
mission of transformation.

Review of Existing Programs
All of Savali's regular programs continue to



run successfully. For the past 8-9 years,
Savali has implemented several community-
focused projects in Kudal Taluka,
Sindhudurg District. Each year, these are
summarized in our annual report. This year,
our Trustees and Advisors conducted a
three-day visit to assess these programs
firsthand.

They evaluated the effectiveness and
Impact of our initiatives. Joining them was
journalist Mr. Shekhar Samant, Editor of
Tarun Bharat (Sindhudurg and Ratnagiri
editions). Known for highlighting grassroots
iIssues through fearless and honest
journalism, Mr. Samant's detailed report
titled “Kudal Vishesh” is included in this
report and will help donors understand the
work being done Iin the Kudal region by
Savaliin detail..

Visits and Engagements

We were honoured to host 40 dedicated
volunteers from the Surya Foundation, New
Delhi, led by Mr. Kaustubh Karmarkar. Their
visit to the Valvanda Medical Center was
deeply appreciated.

Additionally, 40 senior members from 'Sobti'
(Vile Parle East, Mumbai) visited our centers,
explored our healthcare services, interacted
with children in the nutrition program
(serving 800 beneficiaries), and witnessed
the vibrancy of our self-help groups and
cultural heritage programs. The joy on their
faces spoke it all.

Many corporate leaders also visit Savali
regularly and express satisfaction with the
work. | believe the entire credit for this
success goes to the dedicated staff of Savali.
The warmth and hospitality shown to visitors
by the entire team make us proud of our
people.

New Donors

Healthcare Services

Savali's work in tribal areas began with
healthcare services. What started 15 years
ago has now evolved into a mini-hospital with
comprehensive facilities, reaching nearly
200,000 tribal residents. Savali not only
provides essential healthcare but also works
to ensure the long-term well-being of these
communities. Perhaps even more
importantly, it has helped tribal people who
traditionally relied on herbs, magic, and
superstition, to realize the value of modern
healthcare. Every year around 50,000 -
60,000 tribals take benefit of Savali's
healthcare services. This year alone, Savali
spent nearly Rs.1.7 crore on various
healthcare initiatives. Credit for this goes to
our generous donors: Volkart Foundation
Indian Trust, Terminal Technologies Private
Limited, and Vistra ITCL Ltd., whose long-
standing financial support allows Savali to
reach more underserved people each year.
We are deeply grateful to them.

This year, 56,272 patients benefited from
Savali's medical services, statistical analysis
of the same has been given under Savali's
Reach to People. In addition, 1,302 people
with hypertension and diabetes received
regular monitoring and medications which
keep their BP and diabetics under control.
This success is due to the dedicated work of
our doctors and nurses, who follow up
weekly and even make home visits when
needed. We sincerely thank them for their
commitment.

Thalassemia Screening

So far, Savali has screened around 2,000
rural youth for Thalassemia, completely free
of charge, and has provided follow-up
guidance where needed. This year, underthe
leadership of Dr. Medha Shete, 200
students in Mumbai were tested and
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received appropriate counseling. Similarly,
through the Sahajeevan Foundation in Pune,
medication was provided to 55 patients with
mental iliness.

Around Rs. 30 lakh from Savali's income
was spent this year on supporting patients
undergoing surgeries and treatments,
including for cancer, liver and Kidney
transplants, brain and heart surgeries, and
other critical interventions.

Special thanks to Dr. More, Dr. Kurkute,
Dr. Atish Bhanushali, Dr. Sayali Bhanushali,
nurses, and staff for running these
healthcare services. Mr. Milind Bhanushali
manages all patient records digitally,
generating 36 different reports each month
to support clinical planning. We are grateful
to this hardworking and cheerful team. Their
support has been instrumental in Savali's
progress.

Other Health-Related Services

AS In previous years, we conducted health
audits in 40 villages before and after the
monsoon to prevent disease outbreaks.
Necessary items and preventive medicines
especially for pregnant women to protect
against mosquito bites and other sickness)
were distributed. Although this is typically a
government responsibility, Savali continues
to lead this initiative each year. Since
October 2021, there have been no reported
cases of typhoid, jaundice, or diarrhea.

Nutrition for 800 Students

Palghar District, where Savali works, is
known for widespread malnutrition due to
extreme poverty, lack of clean water,
irregular electricity supply, and poor
transport facilities. True progress Is
Impossible until these basic needs are met.
For the past 9 years, Savali has supported
800 students in 27 government schools with
nutritional supplements and medication.



The results are clear and encouraging.
These children now have normal or above-
average height, weight, and hemoglobin
levels. They are healthier, more active, and
enthusiastic learners. Savali also provides
similar support to 40 other underprivileged
childrenannually.

Healthy Mothers,
Children Program

As in previous years, this program
continued in full swing. For the past four
years, Savali has been screening adolescent
girls aged 12-19 for malnutrition and
providing them with appropriate medication
and nutritional supplements. To date, nearly
4,000 girls have been screened, and 549
identified as anemic have received targeted
support. Based on doctors' advice, they are
given iron (1 gm) tablets, dates, eggs,
chickpeas, jaggery, and ragi laddus to help
them stay healthy and strong. The intention
IS to prevent birth of malnourished child.

Additionally, women aged 25-45 with low
hemoglobin levels are screened and
provided with supplements and a nutrition
plan. Savali incurs significant costs to
sustain these programs.

Education Services

Since its inception, Savali has been
offering financial assistance to
underprivileged and aspiring students.
Education is considered one of the highest
forms of giving. Savali does not treat it as
charity but as a social responsibility. This
support is given without any bias of religion
or community, and its goal is to ensure that
every deserving student has access to good
education.

This year, a total of Rs. 31.35 lakhs were
distributed to 18 students pursuing various
courses—from Class 10 to postgraduate
levels. In one case, a school in Vikramgad

Healthy
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lacked government-assigned teachers for
Math and Science for Classes 9 and 10. The
school requested Savali's support to cover
the teachers' salaries. Savali accepted to
avold compromising the students’
education. The result: the school achieved a
100% pass rate in the SSC (10th Standard)
exams.

Additionally, two schools in Jawhar and
Vikramgad talukas received e-learning setup
boxes. So far, 27 schools in these areas have
benefited from these digital education tools.
Vidyaniketan Convent School in Kasal
(Sindhudurg district) was also given robotics
Kits and other material. For many years,
Savali has been funding vocational training
In two schools in Kudal; further details are
iIncluded in the Kudal section of this report.

Summer Camps

This year, summer camps were held in
several villages in Jawhar and Vikramgad
talukas. A total of 140 children participated.
Given the 40-45°C temperatures, the aim
was to keep children from wandering
outdoors and instead engage them
productively during their vacation. Local
educated youth were trained as instructors
to lead three-hour afternoon sessions filled
with games, stories, art, and light academic
learning. The initiative proved successful.

Social Services

Savali's social commitment is rooted in
serving the poorest and most marginalized
communities. Within its capacity, Savali
strives to reach as many people as possible.
Like every year, 40 families received monthly
rations and essential supplies. Additionally,
18 malnourished schoolchildren were given
medical care and nutrition support. These
efforts were made possible by regular
monthly donations from generous patrons.

Continuing with our winter tradition, 200



infants received warm blankets this year.
Savali also promotes tribal and Katkari
children's involvement in sports alongside
education. Notably, the WKatkari children
from Vetalbambarde in Sindhudurg,
mentioned in the Kudal report, have made
commendable progress in Mallakhamb and
track-and-field sports. In Palghar district,
girls supported by Savali have excelled in
running competitions at the divisional level.
One such student, Gauri Choudhary,
secured the top rank at divisional level.

Sports and Cultural Support

Swara Sakhalkar, a 13-year-old girl from
Ratnagiri, is a champion in Taekwondo and
martial arts. She has won several gold,
silver, and bronze medals at district, state,
and national levels. In February 2025, she
participated in the Open State Taekwondo
Championship held in Balewadi, Pune.
Savali provided her with the necessary
financial support for this competition.

Agricultural Initiatives

In 2019, Savali helped 40 farmers
establish the “Pushpmala Utpadak
Company” (Floral Production Company)
Under Companies Act 2013 . Today, it has
grown to include 375 members. Despite
facing harsh conditions and climate
challenges, this year farmers produced
25,000 kg of jasmine flowers, generating an
iIncome of Rs. 1 crore. Savali has always
strived or the holistic development of
farmers.

To further boost jasmine production,
Savali distributed 10,000 jasmine saplings
atsubsidized rates this year. In addition, 670
champa (plumeria) saplings were given out.
The 'Velankar Champa' from Mr. Velankar's
nursery in Vetalbambarde, Sindhudurg, is
famous worldwide for producing large,
fragrant flowers all year round, with a
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lifespan of 20-25 years. Savali arranged
and funded training visits for six farmers to
Velankar's nursery. Those who followed
proper care techniques have already begun
to harvest...

Arts and Culture

Savali has consistently supported
individuals and institutions engaged in arts
and culture. This year, Vijay Tulsakar, an 8th-
grade student from Kudal, was awarded the
“Best Student of the Year” by Pune's
Gandharva Mahavidyalaya for his
achievements in music.

Savali also contributed financially to a
special harmonium program held in
Ratnagiri to commemorate the birth
centenary of the legendary harmonium
maestro Late Govindrao Patwardhan. The
event featured 100 harmonium players.

Festivals: Diwali and Holi

As in previous years, Savali distributed
festive kits to 2,000 families and 800
schoolchildren during Diwali. Each Kkit
included traditional snacks, fragrant soap,
and oil. The snacks were lovingly prepared by
local women.

For Holi, Savali distributed 10,000 puran
polis (sweet flatbreads). These were
prepared by Mrs. Leela Shirgaonkar and Mr.
Vinay Sapre, continuing their annual
support. These festival initiatives were
generously funded by donors.

Support for Vulnerable
Families

For the past nine years, Savali has
provided livelihood support and educational
aid to distressed and impoverished families.
This year, approximately Rs. 21 lakh was
disbursed to 20 such families. This amount
also included financial aid to Anandashray



Old Age Home in Kudal, which supports 40
abandoned senior individuals.

Throughout the year, Savali well-wishers
donate clothes, toys, bed linens, utensils,
etc. These items are distributed among tribal
communities based on need and are of great
practical value.

This year, the Mumbadevi Temple Trust
donated 200 brand-new sarees during the
Navratri festival for distribution to
underprivileged women. Savali extends
heartfelt thanks to the Mumbadevi Trustees,
Shri. Pokharnkar Guruji, and all our
volunteers.

Mumbaicha Bappa, Subhash Road
Ganeshotsav Mandal Vile Parle, donated
200 First Aid boxes to students. Savali is
thankful to them.

Inspired by the teachings of Saint
Dnyaneshwar, whose words “Let every living
being attain what they desire” form the
bedrock of Savali's mission, we extend our
compassion not only to people but also to
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animals.

Compassion for Animals

Savali has extended its compassion to
animals as well. The organization supported
'Sunidhi Ashray Foundation,' a shelter for
stray dogs in Kudal started by Nidhi Sawant.
The shelter provides care for dogs that are
iInjured, disabled due to accidents, or elderly
and helpless. Savali contributed financially
to the establishment of a new facility for this
shelter. It is heartening to note that along
with their work for people, Savali shows
equal compassion toward animals.
In addition, Savali has consistently provided
financial assistance to 'Trunk Call - The
Wildlife Foundation' for its ongoing research
on elephants, led by Mr. Anand Shinde.

'Savali' (meaning 'shade’)
carries a profound emotional resonance —
connoting comfort, support, and strength.
True to its name, the Mumbai-based Savall
Charitable Trust has embodied this spirit in
the Konkan region, especially in Sindhudurg.

Be it tribal children, underprivileged and
distressed individuals, children with
disabilities, those battling severe illnesses,
elderly without family, women facing
adversity, or socially committed individuals
who struggle to support themselves—Savali
has extended a protective arm to all, offering
them hope, strength, and a path to progress
and peace. Over the last decade, this
compassionate work has spread across the
entire Sindhudurg district, making Savali a
cornerstone of support.

**Savali: A Godsend for Tribal Children**

Indeed, this is true. The Katkari tribal
children—trapped in extreme poverty,
malnutrition, poor health, substance abuse,
child marriage, illiteracy, and outdated
superstitions—had no vision for the future. A
helping hand came from Uday Aair, son of a
poor farmer, who began this mission. His
work was strengthened by Savali Charitable
Trust under the leadership of Vinayak
Deodhar. About ten years ago, Dr. Prasad
Devdhar of Bhagirat Pratishthan introduced
Uday's work to Vinayak Deodhar. Since then,
Savali has steadfastly supported the
upliftment of these children. Uday dreamed
of rescuing these children from their broken
huts at the base of the Ghats and placing
them in a well-built shelter. With Savali's
financial support, this dream materialized
with the creation of the *Nagya Mhadu
Katkari Adivasi Student Hostel* in Vetal
Bambarde, Kudal taluka—the first such
facility in Konkan.
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Savali in Sindhudurg

From 15-20 children in the early days,
the hostel now houses more than 80. Savali
shoulders the annual financial burden of Rs.
10-12 lakhs for their meals, nutrition,
education, and sports development. All 83
students, including girls, now receive an
education. Many perform well academically
and excel in Mallakhamb, kabaddi, and
other sports, gaining recognition at taluka,
district, and state levels. Under Uday and Uja
Aair's guidance and Savali's support, these
children are making remarkable progress.
They are also taught health and hygiene
practices and attend value education
sessions. Without any government funding,
this initiative has become a role model
statewide.

**Skill Development Backed by Savali**

One of Savali's other commendable
initiatives in Sindhudurg for last 10 years is
the support for skill development. The Nerur
Madyachiwadi Secondary School, known for
educating children of poor farmers, is now
recognized across Maharashtra for its skill-
based learning from grades 8 to 10. About
120 students receive training in cooking,
fabrication, electrical basics, nursery work,
carpentry, masonry, and even Kkitchen
gardening, with the produce sold locally.
They also prepare Diwali snacks and Holi
sweets, distributing them to 300 needy
families.

Many graduates from this school have
gone on to start businesses in farming,
gardening, vegetable production, honey
processing, and more. Under the leadership
of Principal Anant Samant, and financial
support from Savali for teachers' salaries
and learning equipment, the school has
thrived. It now stands as a role model for
rural vocational education in Maharashtra.

**Robotics Lab at Vidyaniketan School,
Kasal**

To spark scientific inquiry and innovation,
Savali sponsored the first robotics lab in
Konkan at Vidyaniketan English School in
Kasal. The lab benefits not only the school's
students but others across the district.
Embracing Al, nature-based learning, and
strong values, the school has guided
students to win national and international
robotics competitions, with mentoring from
IIT faculty. Savali also donated three digital
boards and multi-skill kits for training in
carpentry, electrification, plumbing,
cooking, gardening, and more.
